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    The countdown has begun. In fact, it began on Ash Wednesday; and it is 
     now less than forty days before Easter.  Iéd like to know when are the d®cor
     tions being hung?  When do the cards begin arriving in the mail? The only 
     Easter commercial Iéve seen thus far is the Cadbury Bunny in spite of Hersheyés 
     ban on the English-imported treat.  We celebrate Christmas in much different 
     ways than we do Easter. And what are the reasons for that?  
    One reason just may be that a jolly old man dressed in red velvet is more 
     comforting than a man bearing a thorny crown and a robe. One is surrounded 
     by a band of merry elves and eight reindeer while the other is surrounded by 
     twelve soon-to-be-retreating disciples. We see figurines of Santa kneeling at a 
straw-filled manger holding a baby at Christmas, but Santa isnét anywhere  near Golgotha on Good 
Friday. 
 One reason just may be that Easter demands a choice of participation. Christmas keeps us so 
busy with buying gifts, decorating, entertaining, and visiting that there is no time to be a partici-
pant in the pageantry that comes at Christmas. But we move through Lent and Holy Week in such 
a way that  the Easter vigil leaves us emotionally spent.  Holy Week offers us the choice of being 
amidst the watching crowd, the weeping women, the missing disciples among the attending  
Roman soldiers, or the religious/political leaders. Making any of those choices leaves us squirming 
and maybe much too near the cross. We donét want to be those who æspat in his face and struck 
him, and some slapped himç (Mt. 26:67), but neither do we want to be any who betrayed Jesus. 
 One reason just may be that people like presents rather than presence. Sending cards and 
giving  gifts provide those warm, fuzzy Hallmark  feelings we prefer. We just might see Jesus  if we 
go serving the needy, visiting the homeless, and loving  the ethnically, racially, economically, and 
mentally different neighbor. For Jesus points out, æJust as you did it to one of the least of these 
who are members of my family, you did it to meç (Mt. 25:40). 
 But Easter and Christmas are alike in that both ask us to believe. We believe in the Christ 
child, a newborn king; and at the same time we believe that Jesusé suffering was for us. We believe 
that the angel choirés song of æpeace on earth, good will toward menç will be true regardless of 
continuing  conflict among the nations. We also believe that salvation is ours because æhe was 
wounded for our transgressions, crushed for our iniquities; upon him was the punishment that 
made us whole, and by his bruises we are healedç (Is. 53:5).  
 This season of Lent provides time for us to take stock of how we live our lives. Jesusé  journey 
to and death upon the cross was for us. The goal is not the marking of these forty days or the  
celebration of the Resurrection but for the living a life grounded in the gospel and, ultimately, the 
salvation we enjoy through our belief in Jesus Christ our Lord and Savior.
